MATH:

· Practice multiplication facts daily.

READING:
· Read with your child at home.

· Find a magazine that interests your child and surprise them with a subscription!

· Encourage your child to read for at least 20 uninterrupted minutes daily.

· Put your T.V. on mute.   Your child's eyes will follow the words in the captions.
WRITING/GRAMMAR:

· Practice using correct grammar at home. 
· Always write using complete sentences.

WORD STUDY (Spelling):

· Practice 3 words and definitions a day instead of doing them all daily or on Thursdays.
SCIENCE/SOCIAL STUDIES:

· Prepare for tests using study guides.
· Study vocabulary words and definitions.

· Reread pages on study guide.

· In Science, go online and go through the digital lessons listed on the study guide.
· Practice finding text evidence in reading comprehension passages.

MOTIVATION:

· Set up a positive reward system at home (Sticker charts, point systems, etc…)
· Reward small improvements.

· Share your excitement with others!

· Display work you are particularly proud of!
