CONSEQUENCES (Per Day)

1. FIRST OFFENSE:  Verbal Warning, (This step may be eliminated at times.) S for the day.  

2. SECOND OFFENSE:  1st Conduct Point, Walk 10 minutes of recess, S- for the day.  

3. THIRD OFFENSE:  2nd Conduct Point, Walk all of recess, Parent Contact (Note, Phone Call, Conference, etc…), N for the day.  

4. FOURTH OFFENSE:  3rd Conduct Point, Walk all of recess (20 minutes), Parent Contact, Office Referral (if required) and/or Corporal Punishment, U for the day.

*The teacher reserves the right to skip any of these steps and/or take an alternative action if found necessary.  Severe misconduct will result in an automatic “U” for the day.

Newsletters
Newsletters will be sent home each week on Mondays.  They are also on my class webpage. Please make sure you read them carefully because all changes will be noted on the newsletter.  Newsletters contain important dates, related arts schedule, spelling words, and all other important information. 

Grades

I weigh all grades equally with the exception of tests, which count twice.  

Test: Students may not use books, etc. (grade counts twice, study guides are typically given)
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Quiz: Students may not use books, etc. (grade counts once, no study guides)

Graded Papers

*Graded paper Folders go home on Wednesdays.  Inside the folder, you will find a parent signature sheet.  This sheet has the week the papers are for, students’ track points, and a place for parents to sign.  Parents may keep the papers, but the parent signature sheet must come back the next day.  If students do not bring them back by Friday of each week, students will have to move his/her card every day and will miss recess until the papers are returned.  That signature sheet is my official record that parents have seen the grades.  Please go over the graded papers with your child.  Even feel free to check for mistakes.  I am human and have been known to make mistakes.  If you find any mistakes, please send the papers back to school with your child.  I will get it corrected as soon as possible.

*Gradebook- We strongly encourage every parent/guardian to sign up for “Family Access,” which is our online gradebook system.  Completed work will be sent home as it is graded, but you may always check “Family Access” to ensure that all papers are actually making it home to you.  You can request a “Family Access” application in the school’s front office.  Your application will need to be completed and returned to school in order to receive your login information.

*”No Name” on Papers Policy-I take off 3 points in the 1st 9wks for not putting his/her name on the paper.  I take off 5 points the 2nd 9wks for not putting his/her name on the paper.  I take off 7 points the 3rd 9wks for not putting his/her name on the paper.  I take off 10 points the 4th 9wks for not putting his/her name on the paper.

Make Up Work

The policy is a day for a day.  If your child misses 1 day, he or she has 1 day to make it up and so forth. If you have any questions, please let me know.

Homework
*All assignments will be written in your child’s agenda daily.  Homework is expected to be turned in the next day after assignment is given.  
Snack/Water Bottles

*We will have LIGHT, WORKING snack daily. Students are allowed to bring food and drink.  I will not provide snacks for students.  If parents would like to donate extra snacks or drinks for students who are without one, please feel free to at any time.

*Water bottles are allowed on the playground.  Students are responsible for keeping up with it.

T.R.A.I.N. Books (Teaching Responsibility and Information Nightly)

*T.R.A.I.N. Books are the binders we use in our class to keep all of our important materials together.  T.R.A.I.N. Books are supposed to last all year, so please stress how important it is for students to take care of them.  Inside the T.R.A.I.N. Book, it should have the following materials in this particular order:

Restroom Policy

*My restroom policy includes scheduled stops to the restroom each day.   Students also have one time to go to the restroom at their discretion per day.  Each student has a restroom clip to use when they need to.  The only times when they are not allowed to use it is when I am in front of the class teaching or out of the room.  All other times students will have to move their cards to go to the restroom.  I have to include a restroom policy in order to maintain structure in our classroom.  It is not productive to let all students go whenever they want.  I have found that students abuse that privilege.  However, if your child has a medical condition that requires many restroom breaks, please send a doctor’s note for me to put on file.  I will make sure your child gets to go as needed.
Communication

*Any hand-outs will be put in the front pocket of the binder or in the zipper pouch.

*Money/Checks should be sent to school in a sealed envelope with the student’s name and what it’s for written on the outside.  The envelopes should be put in the zipper pouch.  Checks should have the student’s name and my name written on the subject line.  Lunch money can be carried to the cafeteria before school begins (during breakfast) or during our lunch time.

*Notes to parents will be stapled in the agenda on that day’s date or written in the agenda.
